Code39a.dll is used for generating images of barcodes using common "Code 39" symbology.

You may need to register the dll before you can use it in your projects like this:

regsvr32 C:\path\to\dll\code32a.dll

If you intend to draw the image of the barcode on a container that support IPicture interface, such as VB Form, Picture, or Image objects, you can assign return value of GetImage() method directly to that container's appropriate property, i.e.

Picture1.Picture = myCode39Object.GetImage("This string is coded")

Otherwise you can either save it into a file or copy to clipboard.

myCode39Object.GetImage("This string is coded")
' Save to file

myCode39Object.SaveToFile tmpFile

' Copy to Clipboard

myCode39Object.Copy

Note:

Code32A dll does convert lowercase letters automatically to uppercase.

If you really need lowercase letter encoding, you can manually embed control codes into a string passed as a parameter to GetImage(). However this will make the barcode twice larger. Code 39 symbology is not the best solution in this case. For more info see documentation on Code 39, i.e. at http://www.idautomation.com/code39faq.html
